“Our goal was to honor the legacy while meeting the demands of modern recording,” explains Jorma Marquardt, Portfolio Manager at Neumann. “The M 50 V is handmade in Germany to original specifications, but with enhancements like a titanium capsule and improved mechanical decoupling in the yoke mount. It is the ultimate choice for orchestral recordings and film scoring, be it in stereo, surround, or immersive formats”.

In the 1950s, it became the microphone of choice for the Decca Tree technique, developed by engineers at Decca Records for stereo orchestral recordings. This setup remains the gold standard for classical music and film scoring.

The M 50 defined the sound of countless classical albums, as used extensively by leading recording engineers for orchestral and concert hall recordings. Also, legendary film composers and scoring engineers relied on the M 50 for its vivid imaging and natural depth, making it a staple in Hollywood scoring stages.
