4. The essay must be between 1000 words for 
  forms 1–3 and 1,500 words for forms 4–5
5.  Entries must be typewritten, double spaced, 
  in Times New Roman Font, size 12 
6. Type the following information on a separate 
  sheet of paper and attached to the Essay:
  • Full Name of Student
  • Age and Grade level of student
  • Full Name and Address of School
  • Title of the Essay

  • Name of Class Teacher
  • Name and signature of Principal
7.  To qualify, all entries must be submitted on or 
  before 5.00p.m. on Tuesday, January 10, 2017 to:
