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A. IntroducTION.

The Chilean Agency for International Cooperation for Development (AGCID) offers, from academic year 2020, five scholarships to carry out Master studies in Development and International Cooperation at the University of Chile.  These scholarships are offered to professionals who are nationals of Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Colombia, Ecuador, Paraguay, Peru, Uruguay, Costa Rica, El Salvador, Guatemala, Haiti, Honduras, Panama, Dominican Republic, Mexico and the member countries of the CARICOM: Antigua and Barbuda, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, Dominica, Grenada, Guyana, Jamaica, Montserrat, Saint Lucia, St. Kitts and Nevis, St. Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname and Trinidad and Tobago.  
AGCID's Horizontal Cooperation Scholarship Programme was launched in 1993 and, to date, has more than 1,500 Latin American and Caribbean professionals, who have completed postgraduate programmes in various areas of specialisation offered by Chilean Universities or institutions of higher education in our country.
B. OBJECTIVES OF THE PROGRAMME. 
The purpose of the AGCID Scholarship Programme is to contribute to the advancement of human capital, through the participation of Latin American and Caribbean professionals in the Master in Development and International Cooperation programme offered by the University of Chile, with the aim of enhancing international cooperation for development in the region.
C. CHARACTERISTICS OF THE SCHOLARSHIP.
Scholarships are awarded, depending on the duration of the chosen studies, for a maximum of 24 months. 

The studies for which scholarships are awarded may start during the first semester of 2020, according to the respective programme and academic calendar established by the University of Chile, in which the applicant has been accepted.
Scholarships will only be awarded to study the Master in Development and International Cooperation at the University of Chile, with exclusive dedication, full-time, face-to-face and permanence in Chile throughout the programme of study. 
A priority criterion for the award of the scholarships, is the nominations by  public officials or academics of universities officially recognised by the respective country.
The benefits covered by the scholarship are, exclusively, the following:
I. Payment of the cost of tariff, tuition and titling costs charged by the respective institution of higher education, for the duration of the postgraduate programme, with a cap of four academic semesters, or eight academic trimesters, depending on the schedule used by the respective institution. In any case, these should be costs that correspond exclusively to the academic curriculum of the programme of study for which the scholarship has been awarded.
II. Payment, from the month in which the scholarship holder begins the period of study for which the grant has been granted, of a monthly allowance of five hundred thousand Chilean pesos ($500,000). Such shall be paid exclusively for the duration of the program applicable to the grantee, with a limit of twenty-four (24) months.

In December, January and/or February, AGCID will pay the scholarship holder 100% of the monthly allowance only if the scholarship holder remains in Chile more than half of the respective month. In any other case, AGCID will pay only 50% of the amount of such allocation.
III. Provision to the scholarship holder, while the scholarship is in force, life, health and accident insurance while he/she is in Chile.  In addition, the grantee will be entitled to receive care through the Chilean public health system and services, since it he/she will be given a national identity card granted by the Chilean Civil registry and identification service.
IV. A Grant to the scholarship holder, within the first term of the programme, a single sum for texts and study materials, amounting to ninety thousand Chilean Pesos ($90,000).
V. A Grant to the scholar, for a single time and provided that his/her GPA in the respective study programme is equal to or greater than 5.5 or its equivalent scale, an allowance of an amount equal to $230,000 (two hundred thirty thousand pesos), to support the expenses of thesis preparation or compliance with the similar requirement of the institution of higher education to grant the respective academic degree. To this end, the scholarship holder must, before the expiry of the nineteenth month in which AGCID is paying the monthly allowance referred to in point II of this section, prove that all requirements referred to in point V of the third clause of the Convention format which is at Annex 2 to this Call have been met.
The Project, case study or thesis, should be framed within a topic that contributes to the development of your country of origin.
The above benefits are exclusively for the scholarship holder. 
AGCID shall not pay any expense not covered by the above listing. It will therefore be the responsibility of the scholarship holder to finance any other expenses that he/she must incur for visa formalities, application costs to Chilean higher education institutions, air boarding fees or other taxes, costs for travel or transfers to your country during the course of the scholarship, etc.
These scholarships are incompatible with any other that the beneficiary may have in Chile.
Scholarships will only be awarded studies to be undertaken in totality in Chile.
D. APPLICATION PROCEDURE. 
The applications for scholarships must be presented in two copies, one of which must be submitted to the local government institution called "FOCAL POINT" in the country of the respective applicant (see Annex 3, attached list), and the other copy to THE CHILEAN EMBASSY in the country that presents the applicant.

Those interested in the scholarships referred to in this Call shall directly carry out the necessary procedures for admission to the respective prorgramme at the University of Chile, and be accepted, in order to be eligible for applying for the Scholarship.  The program applied for, must be run on a full-time basis and require full time attendance. 

EACH PERSON INTERESTED SHOULD PERSONALLY MAKE QUERIES REGARDING THE ORIENTATION AND CURRICULUM OF THE PROGRAMME.  IT IS SUGGESTED TO MAKE DIRECT CONTACT WITH THE UNIVERSITY ADMISSION DEPARTMENT, AND CONFIRM IN WRITING ALL DETAILS ASSOCIATED TO THE STUDY PROGRAM (REQUIREMENTS, PREVIOUS COMPETITIONS, PROGRAM EMPHASIS, ETC). SUCH ACCEPTANCE AND ASSOCIATED COSTS ARE THE PERSONAL RESPONSIBILITY OF EACH APPLICANT. 

The Chilean Embassy may interview the applicant, if deemed relevant.
Applicants must present, both in paper and on compact disc (CD) (with the information duly scanned where appropriate), the following documents:
1. AGCID Scholarship Application Form, duly completed by computer and signed, as set out in Annex 4
2. Letter of Definitive Acceptance to the Master's Programme, issued by the competent authority of the Institute for International Studies of the University of Chile. This letter shall prove the unconditional acceptance of the applicant, the start date of the classes and the duration of the study program, including the thesis and the undergraduate examination. The costs associated with obtaining the letter of acceptance are the sole responsibility of the applicant.
3. Health certificate issued and signed by a qualified physician, with indication of pre-existing diseases declared by the applicant. For this purpose, Annex 1 should be  accompanied by a Pre-Existing Health and Disease Declaration form.
4. Certificate of professional title or copy authorised by a notary public.  In the event of selection, this certificate must be stamped or legalised by the respective authorities (as the case may be) for its acceptance in Chile, a procedure to be carried out by the accepted applicant in the country that awarded the certificate
5. Curriculum Vitae, with an emphasis on work and academic background. 
6. Brief description of the motivating reasons for studying in Chile, the objectives of the studies you wish to carry out and how you intend to apply them when you return to your country.
7. Brief description of the possible area and thesis subject in which you intend to focus your final research.
8. Letter of Academic Reference

9. Letter of sponsorship of the employing institution where appropriate, in which it is clearly stated that the employee or official has approval to undertake studies in Chile and has permission to be absent for the duration of the scholarship and, whether the employee will continue to be employed upon completion of the study programme. 
10. Sworn declaration (Annex V) confirming acceptance of all terms and conditions of the Call.
The original documents will be returned by the Focal Point to the applicant, and must be presented to AGCID upon arrival in Chile. 

This procedure will also be applicable as far as it applies, to those foreign applicants who are already studying in Chile.
All the above documentation must be forwarded to the Chilean Agency for International Cooperation for Development, through the FOCAL POINT of the respective country, through the AGCID Scholarship Management Platform provided for these purposes, before the return to the applicant of the originals.
The original documents must remain in the possession of the applicants and will be required only of the selected applicants, at the time of their arrival in Chile.  They should approach the AGCID as soon as possible to carry out this procedure. This measure has been established with the aim of speeding up the selection process in Chile. However, the Focal Points will be the officers that ensure that the applicants meet all the requirements.
The referral of the application to AGCID by the respective Focal Point shall be understood as an accreditation that the Focal Point has verified compliance with the application requirements.  

Failure to enter all documentation required in this call or the submission of false documentation, will be grounds for immediate elimination from the final selection process.

Nominations of foreigners holding a residence and/or work visa in Chile will not be accepted.
E. SELECTION PROCESS. 
The Selection Process comprises the following stages: 

· Preselection. This stage will be completed in the country presenting the applicant and will be carried out by a Joint Preselection Committee composed of the Focal Point, or its representative, and the official appointed by the Embassy of Chile, who will evaluate the Technical criteria.  This shortlist will feature candidates officially submitted by the focal point of the corresponding country. It is important in this process that the respective Focal Point selects the best candidates, when the applicants presented must compete for the available seats with the shortlisted candidates from the other participating countries. The Focal Points of each participating country will be responsible for incorporating the officially submitted nominations into the AGCID Scholarship Management Platform. The list with prioritisation and preselection must be formally sent with a record of the compliance of that process. 
· Definitive Selection. This stage will be fulfilled by the program selection committee in Chile. 
Only applications with all the requirements and complete documentation will be considered by the Selection Committee in Chile, who will decide on the candidates finally accepted for the scholarship. The decision of the Selection Committee shall not be subject to any appeal and shall be officially informed, both to the interested parties and to the focal point authorities of each country, to Chile's Ambassadors to the committed countries and their Ambassadors to Chile.
The acceptance of the scholarship by the applicant is confirmed by the signing of an agreement between AGCID and the selected applicant, the preliminary format of which is attached at Annex 2 of this Call. That format may be adapted to the case of each individual applicant in order to single out that instrument to the programme of study concerned and to the duration of that programme of study.
	The application period at each Focal Point must be timely verified by the interested party.
The deadline for the submission of applications of the shortlisted applicants by the respective Focal Point, through the AGCID Scholarship Management Platform, is OCTOBER 31, 2019, AT 23:59 HRS CHILE TIME. 

Applications that are sent by the respective Focal Point after the aforementioned deadline will be automatically out of any selection process. 

Results of the final selection will be announced from the second week of December 2019.



F. SELECTION CRITERIA. 
To make the selection, AGCID will apply the following evaluation criteria: 

1. Priority assigned by the country of the Applicant: Each country must indicate the priority of pre-selected applicants in a descending continuous order, from the first priority to the last corresponding, based on the total number of shortlisted (for example, if the total number of shortlisted is 5, the priorities will go from the first to the fifth).

· To the first priority: 30 points. 

· To the second priority: 25 points. 

· To the third priority: 20 points. 

· To the fourth priority: 15 points. 

· To the fifth priority: 10 points. 

· Other priority: 5 points.

Weighting: 0.15 (15.0 percent).
2. Work Experience – Professional: This criterion is expressed in years of professional practice in the field of study for which the application is made. 
· More than 5 years: 30 Points. 

· More than 3 years and less than 5: 20 Points. 

· Less than 3 years: 10 Points. 

· Newly qualified applicant: 5 Points. 

Weighting: 0.15 (15.0 percent)

3. Institution in which the applicant is employed at the time of making the application: this criterion will be measured according to the institution that supports the application.

· Public institution: 30 points. (professionals with a higher education degree who hold a public function or office in the State of which they are national, whether in ministries, services, institutions or public enterprises, or who are academics, teachers or researchers of the institutions officially recognised by the state presenting the applicant).
· Private Institution: 10 points. (professionals who work in the various fields of civil society in their country, as of the date of this Call). 

· Other: 0 points.
Weighting: 0.15 (15.0 percent)

4. Gender: This is in place of promoting female participation in the Advanced Human Capital Training Programs that AGCID grants. 

· Women's Nominations: 30 Points.

· Men's Nominations: 15 Points. 

Weighting: 0.05 (5.0 percent).
5. Age: Criterion agreed in the previous Selection Committees

· Between 30 and 35 years: 40 Points. 

· Between 36 and 44 years: 30 Points. 

· Less than 29 years: 20 Points. 

· Over 45 years: 10 Points. 

Weighting: 0.05 (5.0 percent).

5. Selection Committee Rating: The Selection Committee will analyse the quantifiable factors listed and, as a result of that analysis, make an overall assessment of all the applicants.  This criterion gives the space to include the priorities of Cooperation and Foreign Policy, which will materialise in one of the following qualifications:
· Excellent: 30 Points. 
· Very Good: 25 Points. 
· Good: 20 Points. 
· Acceptable: 15 Points. 
If an application is rated lower than "Acceptable", it will be automatically discarded, regardless of the score earned on the quantifiable factors. 

Weighting: 0.45 (45.0 percent)

G. COMMITMENTS TO BE TAKEN BY THE PERSONS SELECTED. 
Candidates selected for a scholarship awarded by AGCID must: 

I. Travel to, or be, on Chile, well in advance of the start date of the respective Program of Study (suggested between 3 and 5 days before).

II. Obtain, in due time, the permission of the employer, if any
III. Obtain, in due time, the student visa that grants the residence permit in Chile. This application may take up to two months, so you must begin the process immediately after notice of your selection as a fellow. For this purpose, you can contact the nearest Chilean Consulate in your home country, or the head of the Chilean Embassy listed in the focal point list (Annex III)
IV. Sign the sworn declaration in the final part of this Chapter and submit it together with the other application documents. 

V. Submit, personally to the offices of AGCID, the original documents referred to in points 2, 3, 4, and 9 of point D of this Call and the sworn decalaration referred to above. 
VI. To sign in Chile the Scholarship Agreement, with preliminary format at Annex 2 of this Call. AGCID will send in advance by email to the selected candidate the text of the Agreement, adapted to the particular case of the respective candidate. 

The text and format of the sworn declaration referred to in point IV is set out in Annex 5 of this Call.
H. COMMITMENTS ASSUMEd by AGCID'S SCHOLARSHIP HOLDERS. 

All of the Scholarship holders asume the following commitments: 
1. To be in possession of legalised certificates for the degrees or academic qualifications, and other curricular requirements demanded by the institution of higher education to which the applicant has been accepted.
2. To be accreditted, by competent medical certificate, whenever requested by AGCID, good physical and mental health, compatible with the academic requirements of the studies for which the scholarship has been awarded.  It is suggested that the format referred to in Annex 1 is used.
3. To comply with the regulations on aliens in force in Chile.
4. Establish residence in Santiago, the place where you will take the program of study for which you have been awarded the scholarship, within three working days following the date of signing the agreement. The scholarship holder shall inform AGCID immediately, of any changes thereto. In addition, you must keep AGCID informed of your current telephone numbers in Chile and your email address.
5. Reside in Santiago, the city where the program of study for which you have been awarded the scholarship will be undertaken, for as long as the scholarship is in force. 

6. Do not leave Chile without first informing the AGCID of travel dates and destination. The scholarship holder must also inform the AGCID of the effective date of his/her return to the country.  
During the months of December, January and February of each year and for the academic holiday period stated in the Curriculum, the scholarship holder must accompany to his/her report the document issued by the University, the precise holiday period of the respective Program.
7. Observe unimpeachable and fully compliant behaviour with the Chilean laws.  Without prejudice to other acts that may involve a breach of this obligation, the scholarship shall be deemed null once the scholarship holder is convicted of a crime or simple offence.  

8. Provide, within the time limit that AGCID tells you, any information that it requests.  

9. Comply with the academic regime established by the institution of higher education. 
10. Take all the subjects or studies, that, according to the respective curriculum, it is necessary to take during each school period. 

11. Obtain, in each school period, a good academic performance, a grade point average of 5.0 or more or its equivalent scale.  

12. Comply with the academic and administrative requirements required by the respective institution of higher education to obtain the academic degree for the programme of study for which the scholarship has been awarded. In order to prove compliance with this obligation, the scholarship holder must submit to AGCID certifications issued by the competent academic authority of the respective institution of higher education, in respect of:
I. Compliance with the above requirements, by certificate issued at the end of the semester of study or at the administrative closure carried out by the respective University, which accounts for the regular student quality of the scholarship holder; and
II. The qualification or final note (expressed on a scale of 1 to 7, in which the latter is the maximum) obtained in the respective study programme.
13. Exclusive dedication to the studies for which the scholarship has been granted, while it is in force. Compliance with this obligation includes the prohibition of remunerated work, in Chile or abroad.
14. To give timely fulfillment to any request made by AGCID, including response to surveys, requests to attend meetings during the period of validity of the scholarship. 

15. To deliver to AGCID, at the end of the studies, on cd, a copy of the final text of the thesis prepared by the scholarship holder.  This thesis should preferably be framed within the thematic areas offered to each country.
16. Record the scholarship awarded in any research work or outreach activity with an academic profile in which you participate. 

17. Not apply for scholarships for studies that coincide in whole or in part with those being pursued under the scholarship awarded by AGCID, as long as the scholarship from the AGCID is in force.    

18. Return to your country after completing the entire Study Program for which you were awarded the scholarship. 

19. Enter into an agreement with the AGCID governing the rules of the scholarshop and giving faithful compliance to the commitments referred to in this Chapter.

20. Bring the necessary money for your personal expenses during the first fifteen (15) days in Chile, while the first payment is being processed. 

I. CASES IN WHICH AGCID MAY SUSPEND THE SCHOLARSHIP OR APPLY THE MEASURE OF RETENTION OF THE MONTHLY ASSIGNMENT PAYMENT. 

In the event that a scholarship holder fails to comply with the commitments indicated in the preceding chapter of this Call, AGCID may apply in respect of any of the measures referred to in the fifth clause of the Agreement, the format of which is annexed in Annex 2.

J. EARLY TERMINATION OF THE SCHOLARSHIP FOR REASON ATTRIBUTABLE TO THE SCHOLARSHIP HOLDER  

In the event that the fellow incurs any of the grounds referred to in numbers 2, 3 and 4 of the sixth clause of the agreement, the format of which is annexed in Annex 2 to this Call, AGCID may terminate the respective grant and all the benefits as stated at C of this Call.

The scholarship holder subject to the early termination of the scholarship for the reasons referred to in the preceding paragraph may not reapply for a grant from the AGCID, nor can one who fails to fulfil the commitment referred to in No. 18 of clause four of the Agreement apply for another scholarship from the AGCID. 

In the event of early termination of the scholarship on the grounds referred to above, the scholarship holder shall refund to AGCID the full amount that AGCID has spent in respect of that person for the benefits stated at points I, II, IV and V of the third clause of the Agreement, the format of which is set out in Annex 2 to this Call. For the purposes referred to in this paragraph, AGCID shall notify in writing, the scholarship holder and the focal point of the agency in the country of its nationality, the amount to be returned, with an indication of the detail corresponding to each ítem.
K. OTHER ASPECTS. 

Anyone who has been awarded a Chilean cooperation scholarship will be unable to apply for another scholarship granted by the AGCID, for up to five years after the end of the original scholarship, if the new scholarship is for postgraduate studies.  If the new scholarship is for a short-term specialised Development course, an application for a scholarship may be made three years after the end of the original scholarship.
