“We live complex lives in a world full of uncertainty. 
Sometimes you need to face your fears to truly appreciate 
what life gives you.” Max Colombie adds: “It’s like a 
tormented, romantic, and poetic love song, you’re so 
deeply in love that you feel your soul and body would fade 
away from sorrow.” 

Beyond the personal, “Lose My Baby” also reflects today’s chaotic and insecure times. Roméo sings: “Je veux rester 
dans le fond du jardin pendant que le monde pète,” a powerful image caught between refuge and resistance. The duo 
touches on destruction, war, but also the belief that love will heal us. In a world on edge, their project contrasts the 
prevailing fear, celebrating acceptance, tenderness, and the choice to love despite everything. A song straight from the 
hearts of two artists who found each other through friendship and music.
