“Toen ik als designer afstudeerde, was men heel
hard bezig met een streven naar perfectie”, vertelt
Piet. “Als je duizend exemplaren maakte, moesten ze
identiek zijn, zonder dat je er iets aan kon zien dat
niet door de designer was beslist. Ik wilde van dat
idee af, om zo veel mogelijk aan het materiaal zelf
over te laten.”

Piet staat ervoor bekend dat hij afgedankte
materialen gebruikt om prachtige meubels te maken
die prijken in hotels en galerijen over de hele wereld.
Die wil om altijd waarde te ontdekken in dingen die
anders eindigen als afval vormt al van in het begin
de basis van de IKEA aanpak.

Het INDUSTRIELL wandrek is het perfecte voorbeeld
van het streven om zo weinig mogelijk ‘weg te
gooien’. “Alleen het hout dat verloren gaat bij het

Toen hij een collectie voorstelde op de meubelbeurs
van Milaan, liep Piet IKEA Creative Leader Karin
Gustavsson tegen het lijf en kwamen ze tot de
conclusie dat ze op dezelfde golflengte zaten.

"Het bleek dat IKEA en ik al heel lang hetzelfde
dachten”, vertelt Piet.

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DE START VAN HET AVONTUUR

Na een ontmoeting in Almhult, het Zweedse stadje waar
de IKEA producten worden ontworpen, besloten Karin
en Piet dat INDUSTRIELL naast houten meubels ook
producten in glas, keramiek en textiel zou omvatten.

“De grootste uitdaging was het behouden van de
imperfecties die ambachtelijke stukken hun individuele
persoonlijkheid geven”, aldus Piet. “"Het was echt
moeilijk om de mensen in de fabriek zover te krijgen dat
ze blij waren met resultaten die ze gewoonlijk als fouten
beschouwen.”

Voor elk type product moest een nieuwe aanpak voor
de vervaardiging worden bedacht. Voor de keramieken
vazen uit de collectie werden met de hand mallen
ontworpen, om te kunnen kiezen uit verschillende
vormen. De symmetrische ontwerpen voor het tafelgerei
en het glaswerk werden lichtjes aangepast om te komen
tot subtiele variaties. Iets gelijkaardigs deden we voor
het textiel: in plaats van borduursel in rechte lijnen
werd er gekozen voor patronen die handgetekend lijken,
een aanpak die het uiterste vergde van de machines die
hiervoor worden gebruikt.



VERLANGEN NAAR HET UNIEKE

Op een van de grootste moeilijkheden botsten we bij de

creatie van een grenen stoel.

“"We maakten er een punt van om de hele boom zo
volledig mogelijk te benutten, en behielden dus ook
knoesten, onregelmatigheden in de nerf en de kleur en
andere zogenaamde imperfecties”, vertelt Karin. “Bij
onze leverancier werken pakweg duizend mensen die

het gewoon zijn om feilloos witte meubels af te leveren,

en nu vroegen wij hen om het compleet anders aan te
pakken.”

Het IKEA hout, dat nu al wordt geproduceerd volgens
strikte normen, zal tegen 2020 uitsluitend afkomstig
zijn uit duurzamere bronnen. In de productie van de
INDUSTRIELL stoel — en ook van de INDUSTRIELL
tafel en de INDUSTRIELL bank - wordt dit prachtige,
natuurlijke materiaal met nég meer zorg en respect
behandeld.
