Winners will be announced at PRS Europe in Amsterdam on 11 April

REVISED 17 January 2019: The shortlist for the Plastics Recycling Awards Europe 2019 has been published.
The winners will be announced on 11 April, during the second day of the Plastics Recycling Show Europe

taking place at the RAlI Amsterdam.

The seven different award categories this year are: Building & Construction Product of the Year,
Automotive, Electrical or Electronic Product of the Year, Household & Leisure Product of the Year, Plastic
Packaging Product of the Year, Product Technology Innovation of the Year, Recycling Machinery Innovation

of the Year and Plastics Recycling Ambassador of the Year.
