The water we get here is not good, and we can’t get enough. People have to go to hospital all the time because the water we get here makes them sick…
We used to be able to go to the mountain to get water – there’s a drilling company working there, and it was possible to fill our jerry cans with water that came from the ground. My husband also used to go to Warabi to collect water, a nearby town with a well. But we can’t do these things anymore – because of Boko Haram the military has tightened security and we can’t go beyond their perimeter anymore. The water we get here is not good, and we can’t get enough. People have to go to hospital all the time because the water we get here makes them sick, one of my kids had to spend five days in the MSF hospital recently because the water made him so sick.
