“As audio engineers and mixers, we see this as suddenly gaining an incredible new pallet of sonic colors and dimensions that we can use to create something truly spectacular for the home listener that will elevate these performances to what they might expect to hear in a theater or live venue.”

“You can really take advantage of the implied physical space of these performances with current immersive formats and build that into the mixes in a way that people can feel,” adds HEAR’s Rob Macomber. “The level of heightened perception is going to change how people mix live broadcast events forever.”

Designed by Engineer Browning McCollum, GEMINI is already one of the most advanced audio trucks in existence with a powerful pair of matching audio production control rooms that allow for an unprecedented level of control for live broadcast music mixing. The upgrade to 7.1.4 in each room – which includes fresh arrays of Genelec speakers in both – equip HEAR and their colleagues with a set of tools that puts them at the forefront of a new frontier for broadcast audio music that they are eager to share with the world.
