Transcripción: "The recent spate of violence in Leer county in South Sudan has resulted in the deaths of dozens of civilians, including an MSF staff member named Peter Mathor Tap. Peter was a Nursing Care Provider at one of our MSF Community Based Health Care facilities in Leer and this is the second MSF staff killed in an attack while off duty since December. MSF is deeply saddened and concerned by the tragic death of our colleague Peter, and strongly condemns the violence being carried out in indiscriminate way by armed groups and the killing and injuring of many people in Leer County."

Destruction and looting of MSF and other humanitarian facilities in Leer
There has been widespread destruction and looting of property, including humanitarian and medical facilities during attacks in Leer. One MSF community based heathcare clinics was partially destroyed and two others were looted in the attacks.
Transcripción: "While active fighting has now ceased, the impacts on the lives of the affected populations in Leer County is absolutely tremendous. There has been widespread destruction and looting of property, including humanitarian and medical facilities. One of our community based heathcare clinics was partially destroyed and two others were looted in the attacks. As a consequence, access to healthcare is now severely limited. MSF is therefore calling on all armed groups to respect international humanitarian law and immediately cease targeting civilians and health facilities."

Gunshot patients being treated by MSF in Leer
MSF Head of Mission for South Sudan, Federica Franco, talks about the violence that occurred in Leer in April 2022. More than 25 gunshot patients have arrived at the MSF clinic in Leer.
Transcripción: "MSF has received more than 25 gunshot wounded as well as other trauma victims at the clinic in Leer town. At the peak of fighting, our team had to create additional bed capacity for war wounded people that kept reaching the clinic continuously. Some patients were evacuated to secondary healthcare facilities for surgical care but others had to be simply relocated to other MSF hospitals in South Sudan due to lack of available space. This is because in addition to the war wounded, the clinic in Leer still had an ER with regular patients who could not be discharged."
