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INTRO:
One of the largest emergency vaccination conducted in Africa is currently underway to stop an outbreak of yellow fever that started in Angola in January and spread to the DRC, killing over 400 and infecting thousands more. Yellow fever can kill up to 50% of the most severe cases and has no effective treatment; however a safe and effective vaccine can protect people from getting the virus and transmitting it to mosquitoes, therefore stopping the progression of the outbreak.

STORY

· Over 10 million people will be vaccinated in the Democratic Republic of Congo within ten days, including the residents of the entire city of Kinshasa, a sprawling, densely populated megalopolis with weak infrastructure. This urban environment brings difficult challenges for such a large, flash vaccination campaign, especially in terms of crowd management and ensuring a smooth cold chain to preserve the vaccines

· To contain the current outbreak that started in Angola in January and then spread to the DRC, the emergency stockpile of 6 million vaccines was depleted three times. In this context, following the World Health Organization’s recommendation, the DRC is using a new approach for emergency vaccination, whereby people will receive 20% of the normal dose of the vaccine that will protect them for at least a year. Vaccination is the best way to not only protect people from the deadly yellow fever virus but also to stop the outbreak in its tracks.

· Doctors Without Borders/Médecins sans Frontières (MSF) is mobilizing considerable resources to support the Congolese authorities in their wide-scale campaign against yellow fever. In order to protect close about 800.000 Kinois against the disease, or 10% of the capital city’s 9 million vaccination target, MSF is organising 100 teams of 16 people in three health zones of Kinshasa. This will be overseen by 58 international and 103 Congolese staff from MSF with the help of 1.600 people from the Congolese ministry of Health.

“Now we’ve started vaccinating in support to the ministry of Health. The objective for MSF is to vaccinate roughly 800.000 people within ten days, and the Congolese ministry will do the rest of the 8 million target.”

“Vaccinating is the only solution to stop the epidemic. There is no treatment for yellow fever unlike other virus”
