The ABC is proud to announce the return of 0zPod, Australia’s premier podcast
industry conference for leading audio storytellers, producers and innovators.

The annual event, which will be held in Melbourne for the first time, will bring
together leading podcasters and emerging talent from across the country on 17
October.

0zPod 2018, presented by ABC listen, the ABC’s podcast platform, is headlined by
international award-winning podcast producers and storytellers Julia Lowrie
Henderson (USA) and Veronica Simmonds (Canada), who will share their secrets for
creating successful and distinctive series with social impact.

Henderson is the New York-based producer and series host of the ESPN 30 for 30
podcast “Bikram”, which explores the dark world behind Bikram Choudhury’s yoga
revolution. Henderson has also been a producer for Studio 360 —where she won a New
York Press Club award —and WYNC, the home of Radiolab and On the Media.

Simmonds is the award-winning Canadian Broadcasting Corporation producer, audio
artist and “sonic sorceress” behind the critically-acclaimed podcasts Sleepover,
Alone: A Love Story and The Fridge Light.

Kellie Riordan, manager of ABC Audio Studios, the podcast creation hub behind series
such as Conversations, The Pineapple Project and Ladies, We Need to Talk said OzPod
2018 demonstrates the ABC’s commitment to creating opportunities and
collaboration within the Australian media industry:
